This judgement is designed to provide the Registered Social Landlord, its tenants, service 
users and other stakeholders with an understanding of its financial viability and how well it is 
performing, at a specific moment in time, in relation to:

The 
Registered Social Landlord is responsible for the completeness and accuracy of information 
provided to the Regulator. 
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Profile  
Cartrefi Cymunedol Gwynedd Cyfyngedig (“Cartrefi Cymunedol Gwynedd” or “the 
Association”) is registered, with charitable rules, under the Co-operative and Community 
Benefit Societies Act 2014.  
 
It was created following a large scale voluntary transfer of homes from Gwynedd Council in 
April 2010. The Association has one subsidiary; Medra, which is an unregistered limited 
company and is currently dormant. As the Association has matured, it is expanding outside 
of Gwynedd, and also plans to develop in Conwy, Denbighshire and Wrexham counties.  
 
The Association owns and manages over 6,370 properties, consisting of around 5,940 
general needs homes, 70 leasehold homes and 360 supported housing places.  
 
Cartrefi Cymunedol Gwynedd brought 69 homes into management in 2017/18 and plans to 
complete around 793 units by 2025. 
 
For the year ending 31 March 2018, the Associations’ turnover was £32.6m (2017: £31.6m), 
its surplus for the year was £6.6m (2017: £8.1m) and it employed 251 staff (2017: 256).
